How to register

C. Method：Bring the CTRRA notice and report to the ING Antai Cafe in person. If you want to report to the organizer by a third party, he/she must bring the certification of identity. Post report: Applications who desire to report to the organizer by post must pay a service fee according to the following scheme: (NT$130 for individual runner; NT$600 for a group of 5-20 runners; NT$1200 for a group of 21-50 runners; NT$2400 for a group of 51-100 runners; Note: Post report is for domestic runners only.

Prizes 
A.Prizes will be presented according to the results of all runners by gender and by ranking. To encourage marathoners to create better results, the amount of prizes for both men’s and women’s groups will be the same and special prizes will be presented to record-breaking marathoners. Domestic marathoners who won prizes over NT$13,333 will need to pay an income tax at 15% of the prize. The rate will be 20% for foreign marathoners. (Prizewinners should submit a photocopy of their ID cards when collecting the prize. No repeated calculation of prizes will be considered for individual events. 

1. 24h World Challenge and 24h Asia Challenge Championship (Men’s and Women’s Race Award Method Regulations are the same).
· Group team awards (Top 5 male and female teams)(restricted to 3 national representative team members)
The results of the top three finishers of each team will be combined to determine the final ranking               

· Individual awards (Top 5 male and female individuals) 
· To encourage Taiwan’s participation and enthusiasm in the 24H endurance running sport activity, cash awards (both male and female) will only be awarded to ROC citizens.  However, the top 5 finishers must have completed 180KM and the sixth through tenth place finishers must have completed 140KM.

B. Those who finish the 24 Hours/12 Hours will receive a medal of completion and certification of results (Certificates will be issued and mailed within 5 weeks after the race.)

ChampionChip

The times of all participants will be recorded using a computer chip. You must begin from your allocated start area at the time indicated. All runners would be asked a deposit, which is NT$500, for renting a chip unit. All rented chip units must be handed in before March 3rd , 2006 after the race. If you do not hand in the chip unit, whatever the reason, then we will assume that you wish to keep it and your deposit will be confiscated.

Penalty
1. Runners violating the following will be disqualified and their results will be cancelled. 
· Take food or beverage from people other than the organizer. 

· Do not have the number banner or bring runner ID card. 

· Reject the judgment or instruction of judges, umpires and/or referees. 

· Fail to put the runner number banner in front of their chest or to wear tokens on their wrist (to facilitate identification by the umpires/referees). 

· No infant trolley, roller skate or roller board is allowed. 
2. Runners violating the following regulations will be disqualified, their results will be cancelled, and they will be suspended from participating in any competition organized by the CTRRA for a term of 1 year 

· Finish the competition with the assistance of others (taking a ride, supported by others etc). 

· Apply for the wrong group (determined according to the certification of identity). 

· Participtate in the event for an applicant 

· Violate sport spirit and ethics (fighting with others, insulting umpires/referees and crews etc). 

· Alter data in the runner ID card without the organizer’s permission. 

Note：
1. Deposit of clothes and personal belongings: Runners must store their clothes and personal belongings in the exclusive bags supplied by the organizer. The organizer will supply no plastic bag. 

· Storage service will begin from 5:30 am on 2006/2/25 . Runners must collect their clothes and personal belongings with their runner number banner after the event or no later than 11:00 of the same day for 10KM runners. 

· 24h/12h runners please collect personal belongings before 11:00 on 2/26 (Runners should keep their valuable articles by themselves. The organizer assumes no responsibility for missing articles.) 

2. To serve our competitors in the 10K race, shuttle bus service will be provided from the finish (Ta Chia River Park) to the start (Yuan Shan Park) and points of the race between 8 and 9:30 am.  All runners and spectators are welcome to use the service.
3. For your safety, judges or doctors of the organizer are entitled to disqualify runners who have physical problems on the day of the event. Runners should make no objection about this.
4. After passing through the finish line, runners should collect a ranking card from umpires wearing a yellow vest spontaneously and should follow the instructions of record crews wearing a red vest to post the ranking card to the organizer’s result table within 10 minutes. Otherwise, no results will be considered.
5. Bring your certification of identity at all times during the competition.
6. Read the competition regulations carefully.
7. Follow the instructions given by the umpires and traffic control officers at all times during the competition. 
8. Runners of the competition groups who have completed the application but are unable to participate in the event may collect a sports vest from the CTRRA within 1 week after the event (office hours: 09:00 -1200, 14:00-17:00 Monday through Friday ) with the receipt. Requests for collection later than this period shall be deemed as a waiver.
9. Should the competition be prevented by a typhoon, or natural disasters, or events beyond reasonable human control, the organizer reserves the right to cancel/postpone the competition(s) or alter the route in consideration of runner safety. If the event is canceled, the registration fee will be refunded half of the price.
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
